April 29-May 21, 1945
Citation:
He was a company aid man when the st Battalion assaulted a jagged
escarpment 400 feet high As our troops gained the summit, a heavy
concentration of artillery, mortar and machinegun five crashed into
them, inflicting mately 75 casualties and driving the others
back. Pfc. Doss to seek cover and remained in the fire-swept area

with the many stvicken, carrying them 1 by 1 to the edge of the
escarpment and there lowering them on a rope-supported litter down the
face of a cliff to friendly hand{ On 2 May, he exposed himself to heavy
rifle and mortar five in rescuing a wounded man 200 yards forward of
the lines on the same escarpment; and 2 days later be treated 4 men who
had been cut down while assaulting a strongly d{mdai cave, advancing through a shower of es to within 8 yards of enemy forces in a cave’s mouth,
where he dressed his des’ d: ing 4 sep trips under five to evacuate them to safety. On 5 May, he unhesitatingly braved enemy
shelling and small arms fire to assist an artillery officer. e applied bandages, moved his patient to a spot that offered protection from small arms fire and,
while artillery and mortar shells fell close by, pai ingly administered plasma. Later that day, when an American was severely wounded by fire from a
cave, Pfe. Doss crawled to him where he had fallen 25 feet from the enemy position, rendered asd, and carried him 100 yards to safety while continually
exposed to enemy five. On 21 May, in anight attack on bighyground near Shuri, he remained in exposed tevritory while the rest of his coppany took cover,
ly visking the chance that he woulj be mistaken for an infiltrating Japanese and giving aid to the injured until he was himself s ly wounded in
the legs thz;?lan’m of a grenade. Rather than call another aid man from cover; he cared for his own injuries and waited 5 hours before litter bearers
reached him and started carrying him to cover: The trio was canght in an enemy tank attack and Pfe. Doss, seeing a more critically wounded man nearby,
crawled off the litter; and divected the bearers to give their first attention'to the other man. Awaitir? the litter bearers’ return, he was again struck, this
time ing o compound fracture of 1 arm. With magm_'ﬁcmm he bound a rifle stock to his shattered arm as a splint and then crawled 300
yards over rough terrain to the aid station. Through his outstanding bravery and unflinching determination in the face of desperately d%"ma
conditions Pfc. Doss saved the lives of many soldicrs. His name became a symbol throughout the 77th Infantry Division for outstanding gallantry far above
and beyond the call of duty. :

Desmond Doss i certainly one of our country’s miost “unlikely” heroes. He is a Seventh-Day Adventist who daily reads his Bible and
says his prayers. When he joined the Army, he did so “to save lives, not take them.” Throughout the early fpart of his military service he refused
to learn to shoot a rifle, endured much harrassment, and fought attempts to discharge him as being unfit for service. Finally, he was trained as a
medic and was assigned to the 77th Infantry Division and shipped to the Pacific. It was not long before those who tried to get this “coward”
discharged from the U.S. Army were hanging their heads in shame. In May, 1945, a Japanese mortar barage left many of Doss’s outfit seriously
wounded. Under continuous fire and unassisted, using a rope he lowered 75 wounded down a 50-foot cliff, rescuing them all. Doss stands on
that cliff in picture at left. A couple of weeks later he rescued his badly wounded company commander. Not long after that he was seriously
wounded in the legs trying to shield others from a Japancse grenade. As stretcher bearers began carrying him off the field he spotted another
injured American and insisted that the stretcher bearers put him down and take the other soldier. As he crawled towards safety he was wounded
again by a sniper. On the way to a hospital ship offshore, he discovered he had lost the Bible his wife had given him. He sent word back to his
outfit asking that they keep an eye
out for it. The entire banaﬁon
combed the battlefield until the

When units were pinned down under enemy fire and had wounde
Novosel would never wait until the enemy firing slowed down or ceased. He would immediately fly to the aid of the wounded and
extract them. Often his helicopter was heavily damaged and he was shot down several times, but that did not slow him down. On
October 2, 1969 he was decorated with the Congressional Medal of Honor.
